A. CALL TO ORDER OF REGULAR SESSION

F. INFORMATION

( 2) Interim Superintendent’s Report

* Jones attended Lincoln Elementary School’s graduation ceremony for their parent institute.
There were 24 Spanish, Hmong, and Caucasian parents who received certificates of completion
from HSU. The emphasis of the program is assisting parents in understanding how they can help
their students be successful in school.

* A notice was received from Lincoln Principal Alexander that two of her students made the final
rounds for competition in the spelling bee. One student is going on to the county spelling bee on
the 21%'. One of the students is an English Language Learner.

» Zane teacher Ken Pinkerton was part of a very successful math festival this weekend with over
1,000 attendees. The festival was a great community event with ECS well represented with
several booths. Pinkerton is developing a report of the event.

* The high school is performing a musical “Into the Woods” that will run March 22 through 31 and
April 4, 5, and 6.

» Jones distributed a suggested board policy update procedure. This method entails a special
cabinet meeting at the beginning of each month with policies being brought to the board at their
workshop meetings.

* Pace also attended the Lincoln parent institute ceremony. Especially touching was how proud
the parents were of themselves. Pace thanked Principal Alexander.
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( 4) Celebrations/Achievements in Our Schools
e Eureka High School Athletic Trainers, “Education in Action”
Byron Zinselmeir, certified athletic trainer and full-time teacher, shared a PowerPoint presentation
of the Humboldt Regional Occupational Program Athletic Training program conducted at Eureka
High School. The students are able to learn enough information and skills in one semester that by
the next semester they can go into the community and contribute. No other school in Humboldt
County offers such a program, and there are less than 50 such programs state wide. EHS’s
program is in its third year, and to date over 75% of the students have gone on to college. First
year student Rawley Kornman spoke of his experience working with this year’s basketball team.
Second year student Kelsey Wilkinson explained the benefits of her working with the girl’s
basketball team.
* Traumatic Brain Injury Program
Instructor for the program (Educational Life Skills for Survivors of Traumatic Brain Injury) Brenda
Bertain spoke of what the program offers and explained that most students in the class have
awakened from a coma and have had to learn all functions over again. Ms. Bertain introduced
students Sean Sullivan and Jeff Ratzlaff. Both students shared how they have benefited from the
class. Kim Kellenberg added that when you see a good program like this, you know it is driven by
good people like Brenda. All board members were invited to drop by the classroom.

The board received a copy of the construction update. Work is being geared up to occur during
spring break. Two of the |IE building walls will be covered with scaffolding for repair of the water
seepage. The mural has been photographed to memorialize.
Grant Elementary modernization should be completed shortly after spring break.
