E. REPORT OUT FROM CLOSED SESSION 
There was no report out from closed session. 
F. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG Ð Winship Middle School 
Principal Paul Gossard introduced 6th grade students Sharon Gutierrez and Trevor Carlin.  Sharon 
introduced her parents and sister and shared her experience at Winship as a 6th grade student 
and the freedom of movement, clubs, and the good teachers.  Trevor introduced his mom and 
talked about the accelerated math program and how the teachers are always there to help you.   
G. PUBLIC HEARING 
(  3)  Public comment on the determination of whether each pupil in the district has 
sufficient textbooks or instructional materials, or both, in each subject consistent with the 
content and cycles of the curriculum framework adopted by the State Board of Education.   
President Anderson opened the public hearing for comment.  There were no public comments and 
the hearing was closed. 
H. ADJUSTMENTS TO THE AGENDA

I. VISITOR COMMENTS  
There were no visitor comments. 
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J. INFORMATION 
(  4) Interim SuperintendentÕs Report 
 Jones asked Johnson to comment on the letter received from the county regarding final budget 
approval.  Johnson explained the reduction of the State Unemployment Insurance, the restriction 
to transfer funds from EIA to Transportation, and the continued general fund support needed by 
the cafeteria fund.  Medi-Cal Administrative Activities (MAA) and Mandated Costs were also 
discussed and will be a subject of the First Interim Report.  
 Jones distributed the correspondence received from Kirk Girard, Director, County Community 
Development Services and Thomas K. Mattson, Director of County Public Works, regarding the 
Worthington site.  Staff will return to the board with recommendations on how to proceed with the 
letters’ requests.   
  Jones distributed the HCOE county-wide First Week Enrollment numbers.  The numbers 
continue to reveal the drop in enrollment resulting in the difficult decision of closing schools.  There 
is an increase in charter schools, which may be one contributor to the decline. 
  The board received a list of in-service activities being offered teachers on Thursday, October 12, 
K-5 minimum day.   
 Jones has continued her visitation of sites with Zane Middle School, where she witnessed the 
jazz band in action, and Lafayette Elementary School.  Jones attended Washington Elementary 
School’s Back-to-School Night and later returned for a full tour of the site along with Lincoln 
Elementary.  Jones encouraged the board to visits the sites.  Jones will attend Lafayette’s Back-to-
School Night and an EHS volley ball game at St. Bernard’s.    
  Johnson comment on the California Financial Services Asset Management Report for the 
Jacobs site that is due to the district by October 15 and will come to the board shortly thereafter.

  3DI’s Barbie Warren gave a brief update on the construction status of Grant and Lafayette 
elementary schools and EHS’s IE Building.  3DI’s Don Brandon has resigned.  The state match 
funds have gone through official receipt and are in accounting at the Office of Public School 
Construction.

L. DISCUSSION - The Board is Asked to Receive 
(19) Supplemental Literature Adoption Ð Rosencrantz &Guildenstern Are Dead 
(20) Supplemental Literature Adoption Ð I Hate Hamlet 
Adina Lawson, drama and English teacher at EHS, recalled the board approving drama as a 
literature last year and reported it has received UC accreditation.  In response to Pace, a play’s 
major roles go to the drama students because they are invested in the program and it is their 
Pathway.  These items will return on consent at the next meeting. 
(21) Textbook Adoption Ð Biology Ð Zoe Barnum High School  
Zoe Barnum teacher Mark Blackwood presented the text.  Zoe Barnum is upgrading their 
textbooks to reflect the content standards with the next adoption being life science.  Zoe Barnum 
still provides integrated science.  The board asked that reviewers write legibly.  When EHS is 
adopting text, Zoe Barnum will now be included in the adoption. This item will return on the 
consent calendar.   
(22) Curriculum Committee Report  
Bob Munther reported on the first Curriculum Committee meeting of the year highlighting the report 
on AVID (Advancement Via Individual Determination.)  This summer the district sent 22 staff to an 
AVID workshop.  Participants included the middle school principals and one elementary principal. 
AVID is a program aimed at college capable students that may not be headed toward college and 
focuses on note taking, study techniques, and the discussion process.  Currently there are three 
AVID classes at EHS.  The board will receive a report from 1-2 experienced AVID teachers.   The 
Committee also discussed subject to address for the year.  Pat Self has agreed to oversee this 
year’s science text adoption.  Prep-period science will be discussed before adoption. The next text 
adoption will be math text, which will begin this year discussing math philosophy. There continues 
to be parent concerns with students transitioning from middle school CPM to  high school Algebra. 
  
(23) Follow-up to the Board Fall Workshop on September 27, 2006 
Gray asked for a timeline on the completion of the Athletic Department’s binder.  Pace expressed 
her appreciation for the presentations, and particularly Jack Lakin’s presentation on coaches.  
Taplin thanked Interim Superintendent Jones for taking the position and always being prepared on 
anything the board asks.  Munther has made contact with City Manager Dave Tyson and an 
appointment has been scheduled to talk about the bird collection.
