(22) Introduction of Community Media Center (CMC) Director Sean McLaughlin and
Update on the Center

EHS Principal Bob Steffen introduced CMC Director Sean McLaughlin. Mr. McLaughlin comes to

the CMC nationally recognized in public, educational, and government access. Sean gave a brief

report on his background and career path. The board received the documents “Access Humboldt,

a Summary of Key Provisions of Humboldt County and Cities’ Cable Franchise Agreements with

Suddenlink™ and a roster of the board of directors. Access Humboldt is the manager of the CMC.

The working agreement (MOU) between the CMC and Eureka City Schools is being fine tuned and

will come to the board in the near future.

(23) Curriculum Committee Report

Valerie Gardner reported this week the Committee shared many issues including Categorical

Program Monitoring (CPM). The district is not up for review until 08-09, which will allow for a two-

year self study period. The Highly Qualified Teacher (HQT) report was turned into the state

yesterday. There are still issues (state-wide) with special education teachers. Administrators will

receive training on the HQT. Another topic discussed was the English Language Learner program

where good progress is being made. More than 60 teachers attended the California English

Language Development Test (CELDT) training. The board will receive an assessment update on

November 15.
