H. PUBLIC COMMENT ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS

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I. INFORMATION 
(  6) Interim Superintendent’s Report 
!  Jones shared her experience at the Jazz Festival emphasizing the contribution students 
throughout Humboldt County made to the festival.  Jones attended the Zane and Eureka High 
School band performances and they were both excellent.  ZaneÕs music teacher Mr. McCay took 
time to acknowledge the board and district for supporting the districtÕs music programs over the 
years.   She was unable to attend the Winship band performance and commented on the great 
newspaper coverage received.   
!  Jones referred to the HCOE letter of response to their analysis of the second interim report.  It 
was noted that even with the Fiscal Stability Plan, as of June 9 the district will only be over the 
required reserve limit by $167,000.  The county is also concerned with the bond facility 
construction long-term liability and has asked for pending contracts.  On average, most 
modernizations can be approximately 10% over budget.  Staff feels it is a very positive letter.   
!  Sheldon Reber was thanked for all the work he did for a successful Principal for a Day.  This is a 
great program that allows the community members to experience running a school.  Principal for a 
Day Nancy Pritchard was present and was thanked for her participation.

!  Taplin acknowledged students at Washington who wrote to the board regarding their concern 
with the elimination of the science prep-period.  Taplin will let the students know the board 
received and read the letters. 
!  On March 23, Taplin attended the districtÕs middle school workshop regarding intervention.  It 
was an excellent process, and the teachers came up with wonderful ideas for intervention within 
their programs.

K. DISCUSSION/ACTION - The Board is Asked to Receive/Approve 
(29) The Eureka City School District Governing Board Proposed Changes to the 
Collective Bargaining Agreement between the Governing Board and Eureka Teachers 
Association  CTA/NEA  
Members of the audience received copies of the boardÕs proposed changes to the ETA contract. 
Jones recalled the boardÕs development of Core Values, which are an extension of the strategic 
plan.  These will help guide the boardÕs decisions.  The core values are matched with the ETA 
contract articles the board proposes to negotiate.  Gray commented certificated staff hold dearly 
why they teach and using core values was very useful in framing what is important when deriving 
issues of collective bargaining rather than maintaining a separate world between negotiations and 
the classroom.   
It was M/S by Taplin/Fullerton to accept the Eureka City School District Governing Board 
Proposed Changes to the Collective Bargaining Agreement between the Governing Board and 
Eureka Teachers Association CTA/NEA.  Governing Board: ayes 4, noes 0, absent 1, Pace. 
Motion carried. 
(30) Selection of Auditor for 2006-2007 
Staff shared two bids were received for both the regular audit and the Measures S and T bond 
audit.  Staff recommended the selection of Perry-Smith LLP. Fullerton and Taplin asked the 
auditor be kept local.  The district sent a request for bids to the list of auditors received from the 
county office and there was one local response.  Anderson reminded the board the CSBA Masters 
in Governance advised not using the same auditor all the time.  A new auditor can come in and 
look at the books from a different perspective.  Gray agreed it is a good idea to change auditors; it 
helps the district stay on top of issues.   
It was M/S by Gray/Anderson to approve the selection of Perry-Smith LLP as auditors for 2006-07 
Governing Board: ayes 2 Gray, Anderson; noes 2, Fullerton, Taplin; absent: 1, Pace. The motion 
failed.  It was agreed this item will be tabled to the next regular meeting. 
(31) Authorize the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Study for the – J. 
 Willard Gymnasium Modernization Project  
Johnson explained this contract with Winzler and Kelly will begin the scope of work for consulting 
services for compliance with CEQA.  A negative declaration is expected.

It was M/S by Fullerton/Gray to approve an agreement with Winzler and Kelly Consulting 
Engineers for the required CEQA study for the EHS Jay Willard Gymnasium modernization 
project.  Governing Board: ayes 4, noes 0, absent 1, Pace. Motion carried. 
L. DISCUSSION - The Board is Asked to Receive 
(32) Curriculum Committee Report 
!  Associate Superintendent Bob Munther reported on the science textbook adoption.  The middle 
schools have chosen Prentice Hall, which will come to the board April 25. The elementary schools 
received a presentation from Foss and Harcourt this week and will vote.  Pat Self is making this 
happen and doing a wonderful job.   
!   Zane and Winship worked together on a common theme of intervention.  The two schools have 
never been brought together as schools for program/service planning, and they were all very 
energized.  Eureka High School and Humboldt Bay will be meeting on the Thursday after spring 
break.  The result of these sessions is a 3-year road map of intervention.  Laurie Alexander will be 
in charge of English Language intervention next year. 
!  Summer school continues to change.  Because of construction that is taking place at EHS this 
summer, power will be lost for a certain period of time.  The new summer school sites will be 
elementary at Alice Birney, middle school at Winship, and high school at Zane.   
!   This has been a banner year for staff development programs.  Pat Self was given credit for the 
success.  Gail Owren has also been responsible for bringing in good presenters.  Munther listed 
some of the high caliber presenters and programs that have been available to staff. 
!  Anderson asked for an accelerated math and reader presentation and the results of its 
intervention.
