A.  CALL TO ORDER OF REGULAR SESSION  
The regular meeting was called to order by Anderson at 6:30 p.m.

The regular meeting was reconvened by Anderson at 7:00 p.m.

E. REPORT OUT FROM CLOSED SESSION 
Pace reported that no action was taken on C(1).  Action was taken on C(2) by Gray/Fullerton to 
approve Resolutions #07-08-041 through #07-08-045. Governing Board: ayes 4, noes 0, absent 1, 
Taplin. Motion carried.  C(3) was not discussed. 
F. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG -  Zoe Barnum High School 
Zoe Barnum Director Georgeanne Pucillo introduced students Ana Jimenez and Josh Miles who 
led the Pledge and shared their interests and successes at Zoe Barnum High School.  Josh 
emphasized the importance of keeping Zoe Barnum open. 
G. ADJUSTMENTS TO THE AGENDA 
There were no adjustments to the agenda. 
H. PUBLIC COMMENT ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS  
 Kristie Christiansen, EHS PE teacher, spoke regarding their departmentÕs concerns with the poor 
working conditions and student learning environment in the gym.  She questioned the vision of the 
current plan for the gym and stressed one of the most important needs is a new locker system.  
The board was provided a copy of her dialogue and a list of facility issues.     
 Ron Hartman, EHS PE teacher, addressed some of the problems mentioned by Kristie including 
the condition of the pool and asked for an update on the pool facility.   
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H. PUBLIC COMMENT ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS (continued) 
 Teacher Paul Bressoud cited reasons for settling the teacher contract before it expires on June 
30.   There was no salary increase budgeted and teacher compensation should be treated as the 
priority.   
 Teacher Quiteria ÒQÓ Perreira compared the history of teacher and administrator salaries.  Q 
asked the board members visit the sites and classrooms and tell their bargaining team to give 
teachers the raise they deserve. 
 Teacher David Orphal shared a metaphor comparing investing in a car and investing in teacher 
salaries.

  Jones reminded everyone of the reception for the new superintendent on May 21 from 4:00 
to 6:00 p.m. at the district office. 
(  5) Board Members 
 Taplin attended the Rhododendron Parade, and the show from Eureka City Schools made her 
very proud.  Last night was a nice fund raiser for Safe and Sober. 
  On Monday Pace received a tour of EHS by Kevin Scheffler.   Pace and Fullerton met with EHS 
staff and heard concerns regarding the facility modernization projects.     
 Gray visited EHS today and appreciated the warmness of staff and the openness of students.   
Next Wednesday, May 9 at 8:45 a.m., the board will conduct a workshop on the evaluation 
process, goals, and job description for the superintendent along with board goals and protocols. 
 Fullerton attended ThursdayÕs swim meet at EHS and found the condition of the room 
disgraceful; the ventilation needs to be addressed.  Fullerton also attended the Grant Open House 
and toured the new office. As reported by Pace, Fullerton met with teachers on their collaboration 
day.  The teachers would like to be involved in a punch list for the modernization construction. 
 Anderson also attended the Grant Open House and the facility is lovely as are all the elementary 
schools that have been remodeled.  Anderson received a tour of EHSÕs main building and 
gymnasium.

K. DISCUSSION/ACTION - The Board is Asked to Receive/Approve 
(14) Notice of Completion – Grant Elementary School Modernization - Phase 2 
3DIÕs Barbie Warren reported there is an estimate $30,000 remaining in Measure T.  The final 
report is close to being submitted to the Office of Public School Construction for their audit on the 
proper expenditure of bond funds.  The total project cost was $2,689,703.27.  This number reflects 
an 8.6% in change orders, which is a very good number. 
Former CitizenÕs Oversight Committee member Ken Skaggs received clarification that Phase I was 
kitchen modernizations; Phase 2 was the classrooms at Lafayette and Grant and the student 
services center at Grant; and Phase 3 is the student services center at Lafayette.  
It was M/S by Taplin/Pace to approve the Notice of Completion for Grant Elementary School 
Modernization – Phase 2. Governing Board: ayes 5, noes 0, absent 0. Motion carried. 
L. DISCUSSION - The Board is Asked to Receive 
(15) Student Presentation from EHS Business Department - Virtual Enterprise   
 Program Student Business “MyGear” 
The board viewed a PowerPoint presentation by EHS students Chris Graves and Roselie Frexias 
on their Virtual Enterprise business called ÒMyGear.Ó  Virtual Enterprise projects help high school 
students learn the basics of finances.  The programÕs goal is to teach students how a business 
functions and what it takes to start a business.      
(16) Supplemental Materials Adoption:  Glass Castle 
English teacher Ann Wieland recalled the board approving her ÒWriting MemoirÓ AP class for 11th 
and 12th grade.  Ms. Weiland explained her 21 years of teaching experience in grades 3 through 
12 is important when choosing age-appropriate literature.   This item will appear on the consent 
calendar at the next meeting.   
(17) Textbook Adoption:  50 Essays; A Portable Anthology 
English teacher Ben Henshaw introduced the text and the accompanying guide.  The guide aligns 
itself perfectly with the exam.  Pace share that the board relies on the teacherÕs review on 
controversial issues.  This text does have some controversial issues but none were marked on the 
form.  Pace asked for a deeper review on text.  Taplin felt the size of print and the cost excellent 
and supported adoption.  This item will appear on the consent at the next regular meeting. 
(18) K-5 Science Materials/Curriculum Adoption – FOSS (Full Option Science Systems) 
Resource teacher Pat Self explained the science review selection team began following the 
process after the California Department of Education School Board approved five choices.  The 
district K-5 team visited HCOEÕs display and publisher presentations and  narrowed the selection 
to two choices. All ECS K-5 teachers were invited to review the materials and attend the 
publisherÕs presentation at the district office.  The result was a vote of 52/28 for FOSS, and last 
week it was approved by the Curriculum Committee.  Teachers will be in-serviced by trainers that 
are also teachers.  The goal is to train 3-5 Eureka teachers as trainers for the district.  Teachers 
Marj Fay and Patty Launi shared why they chose FOSS.  Gray strongly supported the choice.  Bob 
Munther thanked Pat Self and the teachers for all their work.  Two neighboring schools have called 
for the districtÕs selection.  Pace supported the hands-on learning.  This item will appear on 
consent at the next regular meeting. 
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(19) Eureka High School Bond Construction Activity 
The board was provided a break down of costs for the EHS bond construction change order 
activity from October Ô06 to April Õ07.  Additional project change orders under review are estimated 
to cost an additional $1,581,621, which results in an estimated ending fund balance of $4,306,537. 
 Fullerton suggested allowing teachers the opportunity to produce a punch list of the 
modernization projects.  Anderson recommended inviting the PE Department to participate in the 
discussion on the use of the remaining funds.  This will be an on-going report.  The projected 
estimate to re-roof the main gym including the skylights is $800,000.   
(20) Continued Discussion on District Facilities and their Future Use 
Public Comment 
Kay Peterson suggested the board consider placing a Waldorf Charter School at Jefferson.    
Emma Nelson, a retired teacher living in Cutten, warned of her experience of schools being 
overcrowded and then enrollment declining and districts selling schools.  Then when the students 
returned, there were no places to purchase for expansion.   
Interim Superintendent Denise Jones presented the attached facilityÕs goals and objectives.  The 
Walford Avenue district office property will be included in the consideration to sell surplus property. 
This property received an appraisal in 2004. The board asked that all five sites (Jacobs, Walford 
Avenue DO, Jefferson, Worthington and Winzler) receive current appraisals and staff investigate 
the finance options.  Also requested was a report on the North Coast ChildrenÕs Services use of 
district property.  An introductory report will be provided on the development of a 7-11 Committee 
for the sale of surplus district property. Also requested was a firm idea of the cost to move and 
retrofit Jefferson/Jacobs/Worthington for the district office.  
Public Comment 
John Negetsky suggested the phrase Òpublic perceptionÓ be changed to Òsymbolic value.Ó  He 
recommended doing something programmatic to bring the students back.  He felt that one thing 
missing is prioritizing the financing.   
 
At 10:00 p.m., the board recessed and moved to closed session to discuss C(21), C(1), and (2).
